Minimum wage laws 7 

apply.  All federal prisons include all prisons under the jurisdiction of the Federal Bureau of Prisons.  8 

Federal Medical Centers are prisons under the jurisdiction of the Federal Bureau of Prisons which 9 

house inmates who have psychiatric or physical problems.  Manufacture or agricultural prisons will 10 

be defined as maximum security prisons where prisoners will have an opportunity to manufacture or 11 

plant crops to pay for their nightly stay.  High risk inmates are inmates who have a high risk of 12 

escape or inmates who pose a large threat on security if they are allowed do government labor. 13 

Section III: This act will go into effect immediately for all inmates other than high risk 14 

inmates and inmates residing in Federal Medical Centers.  In five years from the passage of this act, 15 

the Federal Bureau of Prisons shall construct enough manufacture or agricultural prisons to allow 16 

high risk inmates to work for the nightly charge.  In five years from the passage of this act, all 17 

inmates other than those residing in a Federal Medical Center shall pay a nightly fee of $30. 18 

Section IV: Funding shall come from Federal Bureau of Prisons if needed. 19 

Section V: All laws or portions of laws in conflict with this Act shall be considered null 20 

and void.
